   Statements By SC GOP Chair In Her Self-Promoting Cable News Appearances

Coalition Members Insist On Remaining Independent From The GOP

Members and leaders of the Upcountry Coalition of Conservative Organizations, led by spokesman Harry Kibler, will hold a press conference at Tommy’s Country Ham House (214 Rutherford St, Greenville SC) on Friday, February 12, 2009 at 11:00 AM. 

The press conference was prompted by misinformation given by the SC GOP’s Chair, Karen Floyd, on her self-promoting media tour related to the agreement that was made last week between the GOP and the Conservative Coalition.  She appeared on MSNBC and FOX News, among other media outlets.  “We want to set the record straight and remind the public of what the agreement really was,” Harry Kibler stated.
